ü The race is 400 meters long and takes about 2 minutes  
ü Teams are made up of a maximum 20 paddlers, 1 drummer and steer person 

(cox).  Each team must have a minimum 8 female paddlers 
ü Community Teams Registration-$850  Registration deadline-April 1st. 
ü Each registered team receives: 
 Two “on the water” practice sessions the week of the event 
 Steer person and all equipment and provided including paddles and PFDs for  
  practices and race day 
 Tent for your team on race day 
 3 adrenaline packed races-including qualifying heats, semi-finals and finals. Every 
  team races 3 times 
 Optional pool practices at your facility with experienced paddlers 
 Optional Organizational help-Coach/Manager Training so you can train your team 
 Awards and recognition-Cash prizes/trophies/medals for winning teams in each
